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Chiang Mai University Announcement
on

Guidelines and Measures on Departure and Arrivals in Thailand
for CMU Students and Staff

Chiang Mai University’s second semester for the 2020 academic year is scheduled
to start on November 23, 2020 and this announcement is for students and staff who may
wish to travel to and from Thailand (Inbound-Outbound) for study, work, or to participate
in academic activities.

In connection with this and in order to comply with the university’s regulations and
those by the Center for COVID-19 Situation Administration (CCSA) No. 8/2563 on the
Compliance Guidelines issued in accordance with Section 9 of the Royal Decree on Public
Administration in the state of emergency, 2005 (No. 7), July 31, 2020 by virtue of Section
38 (1) of the Chiang Mai University Act, B.E. 2551 (2008), the following guidelines and
measures have been put in place for departures and arrivals in Thailand:

1. The following guidelines are for inbound students or staff who wish to come to
Thailand to study, work, or participate in academic activities at Chiang Mai University:

1.1 Before traveling to Thailand, avoid communal areas and places that have a
high risk of COIVID transmission for at least 14 days. Travelers are required to undergo
State Quarantine (SQ) or Alternative State Quarantine (ASQ) once they arrive in Thailand.
If the traveler opts for SQ, the government will determine the accommodation. For ASQ,
more information on accommodation and payments can be found on:

1.2 Check the flight times to Thailand and verify your travel with the Thai

Embassy. The required documents for entering Thailand are as follows;

- An official Thai passport or an identity document issued by the
Thai Embassy.

- A letter certifying that the person is able to enter Thailand (Certificate of
Entry-COE).

- Medical certificate confirming that the traveler is fit to fly (Fit to Fly Health
Certificate / Fit to Travel Health Certificate).

-Medical certificate confirming that the traveler is free of COVID-19 (Medical
Certificate) with a laboratory result indicating that COVID-19 is not detected by RT-PCR
method and the test was performed within the last 72 hours before departure.

- Foreign students or stuff must have an insurance policy that covers the cost
of health care and medical treatments including COVID-19 infections for the duration of
the person’s stay in Thailand, insured not less than USD 100,000.

1.3 Individuals must undergo quarantine for a period of not less than 14 days
and must comply with the order of the communicable disease control officer at the




designated place. Also, the place where the person is to be quarantined shall be in
accordance with the rules and guidelines prescribed by the government.

1.4 During quarantine, the person shall be tested for COVID-19 twice via the
RT-PCR method, the first time the person shall be tested is in the initial 3 - 5 day period and
the second time during the 11 - 13 day period of their quarantine.

1.5 Documents providing evidence that the person has undergone quarantine
together with the COVID-19 results are to be presented to the university prior to the
individual’s study, work, or participation in academic activities. The person must also
strictly comply with the university's measures and that of their own faculty/department.

2. Guidelines for Traveling outside of Thailand

2.1 Chiang Mai University’s students and staff who wish to leave (outbound)
Thailand to study, work or participate in academic activities must strictly comply with the

requirements of their destination.
2.2 Foreign students and staff of Chiang Mai University who wish to return to
their country of residence may contact their embassy or consulate in Thailand to initiate

their return journey.
